2. What type of supervision do you prefer?

3. What is your most important and singular personal accomplishment within the last five years?

4. Describe the person you would most like to emulate.

5. You stop the Chief of Police and he is intoxicated to the point of not being capable of operating a motor vehicle. What would you do?

6. You’re in the locker room and you over hear a fellow officer telling another officer that he injured himself playing softball, but is planning on reporting the injury as an on-duty injury in order to receive Workman’s Compensation. What do you do?
