Some persons who complete the CSSM process then go on to acquire additional experience at the supervisory level, study and become Certified Protection Professionals (CPP’s) through ASIS International. The Security Supervision and Management Program is an important early step in that process. 

Persons wanting to move into instructional roles may also benefit from the Program. As much of the material deals with Professional Development; completion of the Security Supervision and Management Program may aid in meeting the qualifications for  becoming designated as a Certified Protection Officer Instructor (CPOI). 

The Security Supervision and Management Program is based on the course text SECURITY SUPERVISION AND MANAGEMNT: Theory  and Practice of Asset Protection (3rd Edition, 2008, Butterworth-Heinemann). This book is also used as a text in CJA304 Legal Standards of Asset Protection, CJA311 Crime Prevention and Physical Security and CJA401 Security Planning & Supervision. 

York College students taking these courses receive a waiver on tuition and test fees for the Security Supervision and Management Program. Completion of the Program is also an option for extra-credit or as an optional course requirement in CJA401 (in that course, students can elect to write papers or complete other major projects if they are not ready to complete the Program). 

As the program is web-supported; students can begin their study immediately. The Practice Examinations and Tutorials on Professor Hertig’s website are always accessible. Many of these learning aids cover Security Supervision and Management Program material.
