Information about Registering for the Fall 2009 semester
To my advisees,

This memo is designed to make the registration process for the Fall 2009 semester as smooth and informative as possible, so please read it VERY carefully.  

There are some important things that you need to know in order to complete the registration process and sign up for your Fall 2009 semester courses.

Important Dates:

The advising period begins on March 24th and lasts until April 7th. 
Registration officially begins on March 30th.  York College determines when you register based on the first initial of your last name and how many credits you currently have.  Please refer to the online timetable (http://www.ycp.edu/1423.htm) to determine the actual date and time that you will be permitted to register.
Group Advising Meetings:

During these meetings I will be sharing information (and forms) related to your Psychology curriculum, explaining how to declare a minor, providing guidance on course substitutions, and also describing other information that is vital to your status as a Psychology major.  In order to make these meetings as informative as possible, you should have your updated curriculum checksheets .  If you do not have a checksheet, then I will provide you with one at the meeting.  I also want you to bring a tentative list of the courses that you are considering for the Fall 2009 semester.

Who Attends the Group Advising Meetings:
If you are currently enrolled in PSY200 Essential Skills and Tools:

I will be visiting Dr. Strassle’s class on 3/24 and Dr. Engler’s class on 3/26 to discuss the registration process, so we will use your class time to discuss the advising process.  Importantly, this means that you DO NOT need to attend one of the other Group Advising Meetings.

If you are currently enrolled in PSY270 Design & Analysis I:

I will be using class time on 3/24 to discuss the registration process.  Importantly, this means that you DO NOT need to attend one of the other Group Advising Meetings.

If you still need to complete PSY200 Essential Skills and Tools:
I am scheduling 3 different Group Advising Meeting times (March 24th at 8:30 am in LS320, March 30th at 1:00 pm in LS320, and April 3rd at 12:00 pm in LS320, April 8 at noon in LS320).  You MUST attend one of these meetings if you intend to register for the Fall 2009 semester.  This is especially important if you are a newly-matriculated student (e.g., freshman, new transfer or have been readmitted to the college), because I will need to meet with you in order to permit you to register (I need to click on a button to release a hold on your account).  This is a new step in the registration process, but it will make sure that you have met with your advisor before you sign up for classes.  Hopefully, this new step will prevent people from accidentally registering for classes that they do not need.
